GIFT AID
If you donate a sum of money to a charity from your income, the Gift Aid scheme enables the charity to claim back the income tax (or capital gains tax) you have paid on that money at the basic rate of tax, thus increasing the value of your gift. For example, a gift of £10 would be increased in value to £12.82 (at current tax rates). Donations may be made by any method and in any currency, in single or multiple payments, provided that you have paid as much tax (including any tax credits) in the tax year of the donation as the amount that the charity reclaims. Simply complete the declaration below to make your claim. You can cancel the declaration at any time by notifying the charity.
Higher rate tax payers are entitled to claim relief on the difference between the basic           rate and higher rates of tax on their donations through their Self Assessment returns.

In addition, those who complete Self Assessment tax returns and are due for a tax refund may donate all or part of it to the charity – anonymously if they so wish. The donation would be transferred direct to the charity’s account by the Inland Revenue.
